All abstracts should fall within one of the following categories: Research, Operations, Clinical or Educational Projects and include: (1) Title, (2) Purpose, (3) Specific Aims, (4) Methods, (5) Results, (6) Conclusions and (7) Implications for advancing the field of knowledge related to healthcare management. 

4. All abstracts for poster presentations must be sent electronically no later than January 14, 2011.
5. Poster presenters will be notified of the decision of the Review Committee by January 17, 2011 and must confirm their participation by February 11, 2011.
6. Poster presenters are expected to register for the ACCA conference and to be present at their poster display at the defined times during exhibits hours. 

7. By submitting an abstract to the Review Committee for acceptance, the poster presenter agrees it may be published in the AAMA Executive Online.

Poster Session

Poster presenters are requested to be at their display boards during all breaks in the exhibit hall to informally discuss their poster.

Criteria for Preparation of your Poster

Information to Include

The poster display should include a statement of the problem, objectives of the research or project, the methodology used to solve the problem or implement the program, the major findings or outcomes and their significance, and conclusions. There should be a logical sequence--introduction, development, and conclusion--to your display. Each sheet should be numbered. A heading should be prepared for your presentation. The heading should include the title of the poster session and all authors’ names and institutional affiliations. Your poster session abstract should appear in the top left-hand corner of the board.

Please follow the headings listed to provide consistency in poster presentations: Title, Purpose, Specific Aims, Methods, Results, Conclusions, and Implications for advancing the field of knowledge related to healthcare administration.

Your poster must be free of any commercial bias.  If your research/project was funded, you may list supporters at the bottom of the poster.

AAMA is not responsible for any loss or damage to the poster.

Preparation of the Display 

Space available:  Posters will be mounted on a freestanding display board. 
Lightweight poster needed:  The poster, whether a series of small sheets or one large poster, should be able to be hung with Velcro or pins. 

Posters will be assigned numbers.  The number will be posted in the upper left corner of the display board.

NO A/V services will be provided.  NO electricity will be provided.  NO computer/Internet hookup will be provided.  NO sound may be used in your poster display; it is only a printed/illustrated poster display.

AAMA will not be responsible for any shipping, shipping charges, or receiving charges at the hotel.  If you ship the poster, ship it to the hotel in your name.
