Most people who contract influenza will have mild illness, will not need medical care or antiviral drugs, and will recover in less than two weeks.  Some people, however, are more likely to have complications requiring hospitalization and occasionally resulting in death. This includes people with medical conditions such as diabetes, kidney disease and cancer. During this COCA call, subject matter experts will discuss the influenza vaccination recommendations from the 2010 Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) and practice strategies for preventing and treating influenza in people with diabetes, kidney disease, and cancer.

On April 20, 2010, the Deepwater Horizon Mobile Offshore Drilling Unit (MODU) exploded 40 miles south of the Louisiana coast. The explosion resulted in 11 deaths and the largest marine petroleum release in history. During the next three months, more than 4.9 billion barrels of oil escaped into the Gulf of Mexico. The oil spill prompted the immediate monitoring of health among those potentially affected by these exposures. Please join us for this informative COCA conference call where CDC subject matter experts will discuss the surveillance activities conducted for possible oil-spill related health effects among the response workers and populations residing in the spill-affected areas.
